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	If you work with communities, you know the value of helping people to tackle their own problems. We believe that community development is extremely important and that it should be protected. 

We are expecting to see big changes in coming years, as public services are delivered in different ways, and power is decentralised to give more control to communities.  This is against a backdrop of the global issues which affect us all – climate change, a recession, rising unemployment and a reduction in public spending. The new government’s manifesto speaks of “an army of community organisers”. But what does this mean for community development?
